Stations of the Cross refers to the depiction of the ! nal hours (or Passion) of Jesus, and the devotion commemorating the Passion. 
The tradition as chapel devotion began with St. Francis of Assisi and extended throughout the Church in the medieval period. The ob-
ject of the Stations is to help the faithful to make a spiritual pilgrimage of prayer, through meditating upon the chief scenes of Christ’s 
sufferings and death. the meditation is often performed in a spirit of reparation for the sufferings and insults that Jesus endured during 
His Passion. Pope John Paul II referred to Acts of Reparation as the “unceasing effort to stand beside the endless crosses on which 
the Son of God continues to be cruci! ed”. During Lent we will be including 2-3 images of the Stations of the Cross from the chapel 
in the bulletin every week. Every Friday during Lent Deacon Ed Scarbrough will be leading the Stations of the Cross in the courtyard 
at 5:30pm. On Good Friday there will be a children’s Way of the Cross in the morning and there will be Stations of the Cross in the 
afternoon.

The ob-
ject of the Stations is to help the faithful to make a spiritual pilgrimage of prayer, through meditating upon the chief scenes of Christ’s 
sufferings and death. the meditation is often performed in a spirit of reparation for the sufferings and insults that Jesus endured during 
His Passion. Pope John Paul II referred to Acts of Reparation as the “unceasing effort to stand beside the endless crosses on which 
the Son of God continues to be cruci! ed”. During Lent we will be including 2-3 images of the Stations of the Cross from the chapel 
in the bulletin every week. Every Friday during Lent Deacon Ed Scarbrough will be leading the Stations of the Cross in the courtyard 
at 5:30pm. On Good Friday there will be a children’s Way of the Cross in the morning and there will be Stations of the Cross in the 
afternoon.
